Terms and Conditions Check List

Please initial each line:


1. Only legally qualified patients and caregivers (aged 19 and over) may apply to register as members of HPMICBC.


2. Physician recommendation or approval for use of medical cannabis must be kept current at all times.  Patient/ members are responsible for knowing when their recommendation or approval expires and submitting renewals or other new paperwork prior to said expiration.  All recommendations and approvals, both initial and renewals will be verified.


3. Members must bring a valid ID and medical documentation every time they visit HPMICBC.


4. Submission of false or intentionally misleading forms, documents, and/or records shall be grounds for expulsion from HPMICBC and cancellation of membership.


5. Medical cannabis obtained through HPMICBC is for personal medical use of patient/ member only, and may not be redistributed to any other person for any purpose.  Such redistribution shall be grounds for expulsion from HPMICBC and cancellation of membership.


6. HPMICBC patient/ members agree to reimburse the cooperative for actual cost of cultivation or acquisition of medical cannabis.  In addition, each member agrees to contribute to the maintenance and expenses of the cooperative in an amount proportionately related to the member’s use of cooperative services.


7. Any funds remaining after all expenses incurred by HPMICBC are paid shall be redistributed to the members of HPMICBC or disbursed in a manner to be determined by a vote of the members of HPMICBC with the limitation that any such disbursement shall be for the benefit of the patient/members of HPMICBC.


8. HPMICBC members shall be respectful and cognizant of HPMICBC members, employees, and our neighbors at all times.  No abusive or offensive conduct, loitering, loud noise, or littering is allowed in the vicinity of HPMICBC and its neighbors.  Violation of this rule shall be grounds for expulsion from HPMICBC and cancellation of membership.


9. No ingestion of medicine is allowed in the vicinity of HPMICBC and its neighbors.  Violation of these rules shall be grounds for expulsion from HPMICBC and cancellation of membership.


10. Prior to registering, all clients must participate in a brief orientation and provide verified identification including valid CA ID (i.e. Drivers License or ID Card), as well as medical documentation including Rx with contact information for your doctor.


11. Client information will be verified as soon as possible (usually within 2 business days), and verification is a prerequisite to membership approval.


12. Members are limited to one visit per day.


13. Members may purchase medicine for their use only, with one exception: in the event they are verified as caregivers purchasing for only their patient’s use.  Purchases of quantities that exceed those of personal use are prohibited.  Patients will be limited to 1 oz/visit, but this can be increase for patients requiring specific treatments upon approval of the HPMICBC General Manager.


14. Re-sale of medicine is prohibited.  All re-sales of medicine will result in immediate suspension of services, and violator will be reported to the Santa Clara County Department of Health.


15. No weapons are allowed at HPMICBC.


16. No children may be left unattended in HPMICBC’s parking lot or neighborhood vicinity.  Violation of this rule shall be grounds for expulsion from HPMICBC and cancellation of membership.


17. No audio, video, or photographic recording is permitted in order to protect the privacy and confidentiality of all HPMICBC patients.  Violation of this rule shall be grounds for expulsion from HPMICBC and cancellation of membership.


18. No cell phone usage is permitted anywhere on the premises, excluding employees at HPMICBC.


19. All members and staff are to treat each other with respect and courtesy at all times.  Threatening, abusive, or disrespectful behavior is strictly prohibited.  Violation of this rule shall be grounds for expulsion from HPMICBC and cancellation of membership.
